REJOICE 

 Isaiah proclaims truly good news to us! God’s 
coming brings not sadness, guilt, fear, wrath, or 
condemnation. No, God’s coming is a source of 
comfort and joy. Saying it once is not enough, for 
today’s readings are full of joy. Mary’s Magnificat 
substitutes for our psalm today, and our second 

reading encourages us to rejoice, to give thanks and praise. This is the 
root meaning of the Greek word for eucharist. We are urged to rejoice 
and give thanks, because the coming of the Lord brings joy, healing, 
liberty, release, vindication. It makes the very earth spring up with new 
life! Good tidings! 
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Did you know? Pay attention to signs of neglect. Neglect is a form of 
child abuse characterized by a failure to meet a child’s basic needs for 
nourishment, shelter, clothing, healthcare, education and so forth.  Be on 
the lookout for signs of neglect in the children you see on a daily basis 
because if these needs are not met, a child may be suffering physically 
and emotionally.  Some signs of neglect include malnourishment, poor 
hygiene, and insufficient medical care.
