Family Connection: In the midst of the Christmas
season, it is quite appropriate that our liturgy asks
us to pause to consider the Holy Family. In to-
day's Gospel, we hear about how Joseph protected Jesus from danger
by relocating the family to Egypt in obedience to God. Following the
model of the Holy Family, we might use this feast to recall the respon-
sibility that each family member has to contribute to the good of the
family and recommit ourselves to one another.

Gather together as a family to work on a common project. You might
prepare a meal together, prepare a special dessert, or perhaps do a craft
together. When you finish, talk about how each family member con-
tributed to the common project. Remind one another that each member
of the family contributes to the good of the whole family. Recall that
Jesus was also part of a family and that this Sunday we celebrate the
Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph. Read together today's Gospel,
Matthew 2:13-15, 19-23. Pray together that your family will continue
to protect and care for one another as Mary and Joseph protected and
cared for Jesus.
