Thirty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time
(2 Maccabees 7:1-2, 9-14;2 Thessalonians 2:16 — 3:5; Luke 20:27-38 [27, 34-38])

All Souls Day is a holy day set aside for honoring the dead. The day is
primarily celebrated in the Catholic Church, but it is also celebrated in
the Eastern Orthodox Church and a few other denominations of Christi-
anity. Most protestant denominations do not recognize the holiday and
disagree with the theology behind it.

According to Catholic belief, the soul of a person who dies can go to
one of three places. The first is heaven, where a person who dies in a
state of perfect grace and communion with God goes. The second is hell,
where those who die in a state of mortal sin are naturally condemned by
their choice. The intermediate option is purgatory, which is thought to
be where most people, free of mortal sin, but still in a state of lesser
(venial) sin, must go.

Purgatory is necessary so that souls can be cleansed and perfected be-
fore they enter into heaven. There is scriptural basis for this belief. The
primary reference is in 2 Maccabees, 12:26 and 12:32. "Turning to sup-
plication, they prayed that the sinful deed might be fully blotted out...
Thus made atonement for the dead that they might be free from sin."
Additional references are found in Zechariah, Sirach, and the Gospel of
Matthew. Consistent with these teachings and traditions, Catholics be-
lieve that through the prayers of the faithful on Earth, the dead are
cleansed of their sins so they may enter into heaven.

The belief in purgatory has not been without controversy. Certainly,
some flagrant abuses of the doctrine were used to raise money for the
Church during the renaissance. Indulgences were sold as spiritual par-
dons to the poor. The abuse of indulgences and sometimes fraudulent
practice of selling indulgences for money, led to Luther's protest.

When Martin Luther translated the Bible into German, he omitted the
seven books of the canon which refer to prayers for the dead. He then
introduced the heretical belief that people are simply saved, or not, and
that there is no need to pray for the dead to get them into heaven.

The Church reformed its practice of selling indulgences. However, it
reemphasized the Biblical and traditional practice of praying for the de-
parted and the importance of such prayers.

El dia se celebra principalmente en la Iglesia Catdlica, pero también
se celebra en la Iglesia Ortodoxa Oriental y en algunas otras Denominaciones
del Cristianismo. Segln la creencia catolica, el alma de una persona que muere
puede ir a uno de los tres lugares. La primera es el cielo, donde una persona
que muere en un estado de perfecta gracia y comunion con Dios va. El segundo
es el infierno, donde aquellos que mueren en un estado de pecado mortal son
condenados naturalmente por su eleccion. La opcion intermedia es el purgato-
rio, que se cree que es donde la mayoria de la gente, libre de pecado mortal,
pero atn en un estado de menor pecado (venial), debe ir. El purgatorio es nece-
sario para que las almas puedan ser purificadas y perfeccionadas antes de que
entren al cielo. Hay bases biblicas para esta creencia. La referencia principal
esta en 2 Macabeos, 12:26 y 12:32. "Volviéndose a la suplica, oraron para que
la accion pecaminosa pudiera ser completamente borrada... Asi hizo la expia-
cion por los muertos para que estuvieran libres del pecado".
