Dia de Todos los Santos - 1 ° de noviembre

Dia de Todos los Santos es un dia santo solemne que la
Iglesia Catolica celebra anualmente el 1 de noviembre. El
dia esta dedicado a los santos de la Iglesia, es decir, todos
aquellos que han alcanzado el cielo. Aunque millones, o
incluso miles de millones de personas ya pueden ser santos,
la celebracion del Dia de Todos los Santos tienden a cen-
trarse en los santos conocidos —es decir, aquellos reconoci-
dos en el canon de los santos por la Iglesia Catdlica. En
general, el Dia de Todos los Santos es un Dia de Obligacion, es decir, todos
los catdlicos estan obligados a asistir a la Misa ese dia. El Dia de Todos los
Santos se inici6 formalmente por el papa Bonifacio IV, que consagro el Pan-
tedn en Roma a la Virgen Maria ya todos los Martires el 13 de Mayo en el 609
AD. Bonifacio IV también estableci6 el Dia de Todos los Difuntos, que sigue
el dia de Todos los Santos. La eleccidon del dia puede haber sido la intencion de
cooptar a la fiesta pagana "Fiesta de los Lamures," un dia, que los paganos uti-
lizan para aplacar a los espiritus inquietos de los muertos. El dia santo final-
mente se establecio el 1 de noviembre por el Papa Gregorio III a mediados del
siglo VIII como un dia dedicado a los santos y sus reliquias. Después de la Re-
forma Protestante, muchos protestantes conservaron el dia santo, aunque des-
cartaron la necesidad de orar por los muertos el Dia de los Fieles Difuntos,
segundo de Noviembre.
