El NCMEC mantiene una línea directa las 24 horas en el 1-800-843-5678, y CyberTipline recibe informes de 
incidentes de explotación sexual infantil a través de un formulario en línea en https://report.cybertip.org/. Para obtener 
más información, solicite una copia del artículo de VIRTUS® en inglés, “Online Child Sexual Exploitation and the 
NCMEC CyberTipline” (Explotación sexual infantil en línea y la línea cibernética para reportes del NCMEC) 
en lacatholics.org/did-you-know.
