Saint Paul says today in his letter to Timothy: “Our savior Christ Je-
sus, ...destroyed death and brought life and immortality to light
through the gospel.” Lent is a time to listen to God’s word given us
especially in the Gospel, and to ask the Lord to give us light, as He
gave it to the apostles on the mountain, to see the reality which under-
lies all the uncertainties of our world—that God saw all He had made
and found it very good, and God so loved the world that He sent His
only Son, not to condemn but to save the world. When they come
down the mountain, the apostles came down with Jesus—when we
leave the church, we leave with Him also. He walks with us.

To alleviate concerns over the coronavirus and COVID-19, we will
suspend temporarily ministering the cup at Mass. I also ask everyone
in the parish to do this penance for Lent: wash your hands thor-
oughly and frequently! It is hard to remember to do, yet it is the one
thing all medical personnel recommend to keep our community
healthy. God bless and keep you!
