all of our children and youth. The program trains adults to be eyes, ears, and
voice of children in preventing child sexual abuse.

o  “Keeping the Promise Alive” will be held on Saturday, October 26, from
10:00 AM to 12 noon, in the parish hall. This training is for those that are
recertifying and current certificate is NOT more than 30 days past the expi-
ration date. Recertification is required every four years. If you plan on at-
tending one of the above training sessions, please call the office to sign up.
