A note about COVID-19 vaccination. From a statement by Bishop
Michael Barber, SJ, of Oakland: The Vatican has stated the connection
with aborted fetal tissue is remote enough that it is morally permissible
to take the vaccine. Therefore, since the Catholic Church has formally
recommended its members receive the vaccine, a "religious exemp-
tion" would not apply to Catholics. The Church also teaches people
should not be forced to take the vaccine against their will.... If some
Catholics feel it is against their conscience to take the vaccine, that is a
decision between them and God. While the Church teaches people
should follow their consciences, a priest or bishop may not sign a
"religious exemption" for a conscientious objection. They are two dif-
ferent things. As faithful Catholics and responsible citizens, we have
the moral and civil obligation to protect the well-being of our society.
To get vaccinated is to protect ourselves, our neighbors, and to help
stop the spread of this deadly virus.

Did you know? Escalating red flags in an adult’s

behavior. In most abuse cases, the victim knows the offender.

Offenders go to great lengths to ensure that they are not strangers, often spending months or even years hiding in plain
sight. Parents should be aware of a few red flags that range from obvious to subtle, and usually indicate a more sinister
relationship at work between an offender and potential victims. Some obvious signs include telling children dirty jokes
or showing them pornography. More subtle signs could be an adult who wrestles or tickles often, wants to be alone with
children, gives gifts frequently, or encourages children to keep secrets. For more red flags, request a copy of the
VIRTUS® article “The Rationale of Warning Signs” at lacatholics.org/did-you-know.

Michael Barber, SJ, de Oakland: El
Vaticano ha declarado que Ila

moralmente  permisible tomar la

Por lo tanto, dado que la Iglesia
Catolica ha recomendado formalmente a
sus miembros recibir la vacuna, una
"exencion religiosa" no se aplicaria a los
catolicos.

Como fieles
catolicos y ciudadanos responsables,
tenemos la obligacion moral y civil de
proteger el Dbienestar de nuestra
sociedad. Vacunarnos es protegernos a
nosotros mismos, a nuestros vecinos y
ayudar a detener la propagacion de este
virus mortal.
