Denial is a commonly used de-
fense mechanism for abuse victims. Because they want to believe that things
will go back to normal, victims often feel trapped into just allowing the situa-
tion to play out. Fear of change can be overwhelming, especially if the victim
has been manipulated by his or her abuser. Victims may also struggle with
accepting what’s happening because they know their abuser closely, as a fam-
ily member or friend. It’s important to recognize the signs of denial and how
to break through those barriers that can keep a victim from true healing. To
