So, the tax collector's prayer bears fruit, but the
Pharisees do not. As the Scriptures told us earlier this year, humility is
not looking down on ourselves (or others) but looking up to God, fo-
cusing on Him and what He wants for us and others. Is our gaze fo-
cused above? May God bless us, and may we pray for upcoming elec-
tions, our country, and our world.
