Parish News Regarding
Mass Head-Count
Old Mission Santa Ines

On October 23, 24 and 30, 31, ush-
ers will be conducting the head-count.
For a few years, parishes in the Arch-
diocese of Los Angeles have been
conducting a count of all those attend-

ing Mass on Sundays. The purpose of

this head-count data is to discover any
patterns in Mass attendance that
might help parishes in pastoral plan-
ning.

A note about COVID-19 vaccina-
tion. From a statement by Bishop
Michael Barber, SJ, of Oakland: The
Vatican has stated the connection
with aborted fetal tissue is remote
enough that it is morally permissible
to take the vaccine. Therefore, since
the Catholic Church has formally
recommended its members receive
the vaccine, a "religious exemption"
would not apply to Catholics. The
Church also teaches people should
not be forced to take the vaccine
against their will.... If some Catho-
lics feel it is against their conscience
to take the vaccine, that is a decision
between them and God. While the
Church teaches people should follow
their consciences, a priest or bishop
may not sign a "religious exemption"
for a conscientious objection. They
are two different things. As faithful
Catholics and responsible citizens,
we have the moral and civil obliga-
tion to protect the well-being of our
society. To get vaccinated is to pro-
tect ourselves, our neighbors and to
help stop the spread of this deadly
virus.

The idea of “stranger danger” is often too broad a concept for
children to grasp as not all strangers are dangerous, and children will always be meeting new people and on occasion
may need to ask a stranger for help. Instead of issuing a blanket warning, try these tips for keeping children safe around
people they do not know. If an unknown adult approaches them, have them check with a parent or known and trusted
adult before engaging in conversation. This can be as simple as a quick look to the parent followed by a nod indicating
that it is okay to interact. As an adult yourself, you can set a good example by talking first to parents, then to children in
their care. This helps your own children see how trustworthy adults engage with children around their parents and helps
them learn caution for adults who do not act in the same way.

Una Nota sobre la vacuna del COVID-
19. De wuna declaracion del obispo
Michael Barber, SJ, de Oakland: El
Vaticano ha declarado que la probabilidad
de conexion entre la vacuna y el tejido
fetal abortado es suficientemente remota,
que es moralmente permisible tomar la
vacuna. Por lo tanto, dado que la Iglesia
Catdlica ha recomendado formalmente a
sus miembros recibir la vacuna, una
"exencion religiosa" no se aplicaria a los
catolicos. La Iglesia también ensefia que
no se debe obligar a las personas a tomar
la vacuna contra su voluntad.... Si un
catolico siente que es contra su conciencia
tomar la vacuna, esa es una decision entre
ellos y Dios. La Iglesia ensefia que las
personas deben seguir sus
conciencias. Pero un sacerdote u obispo
no puede firmar una "exencion religiosa"
para una objecion de conciencia. Son dos
cosas diferentes. Como fieles catdlicos y
ciudadanos responsables, tenemos la
obligacion moral y civil de proteger el
bienestar de nuestra sociedad. Vacunarnos
es protegernos a nosotros mismos, a
nuestros vecinos y ayudar a detener la
propagacion de este virus mortal.

JSABIA USTED? Hablar del peligro de los extraiios. La idea de “peligro de un extrafio” es a menudo un concepto
demasiado amplio para que los nifios la comprendan, ya que no todos los extrafios son peligrosos y los nifios siempre
conoceran gente nueva y, en ocasiones, es posible que necesiten pedir ayuda a un extrafio. En lugar de emitir una
advertencia general, pruebe estos consejos para mantener seguros a los nifios cuando estan cerca de personas que no
conocen. Si un adulto desconocido se les acerca, pidales que le pregunten a uno de sus padres o a un adulto conocido y
de confianza si puede entablar una conversacion con esa persona. Esto puede ser tan simple como una mirada rapida a
los padres seguida de un asentimiento que indica que esta bien interactuar. Usted mismo, como adulto, puede dar un
buen ejemplo hablando primero con los padres de familia y luego con los nifios bajo su cuidado. Esto ayuda a sus
propios hijos a ver como los adultos confiables se relacionan con los nifios alrededor de sus padres y les ayuda a
aprender a ser cautelosos con los adultos que no actian de la misma manera.
