Jesus tells John the Baptist of the signs of the kingdom that are being 
worked through him and praises John as more than a prophet. 

Family Connection: It is easy to look at our world and become discour-
aged by the apparent absence of God and signs of God's salvation. Ad-
vent, however, is a season of hope, in which we acknowledge that sal-
vation is both mysteriously present, even in our world, and yet to be 
fulfilled. Read together today's Gospel. Think about John's question to 
Jesus: Are you the One? Jesus does not answer directly, but points to 
the signs of the kingdom present in his midst.  

Together as a family, look through the newspaper for signs of hope that 
God is at work in our world. Pray that the world will know God's salva-
tion by praying together the Lord's Prayer.
