Advent's Gaudete rejoicing 
is a bit different from Laetare's. In Advent, we joyfully anticipate 
Jesus' birthday. We recall Christ's humble birth and His desire to 
dwell among us as Savior. Rose is a mixture of the joyful white 
with the serious & noble color purple. Our Lord wants us to take 
seriously His call to live as noble people and to be prepared for 
His daily coming into our lives. Are we taking the time to pray 
and watch for the Lord's coming? Is someone asking for 
forgiveness or reconciliation? Do I see opportunities to serve in 
new/different ways? Am I more mindful of the needs and 
sufferings of those around me? May we prepare for a Merry 
(joyful) Christmas by meditating, with gratitude, on Jesus' birth in 
Bethlehem and opening our hearts in mercy and charity. Advent 
blessings to all!
