DID YOU KNOW? - Taking pictures or videos of a minor without permission

What can be done if a person is taking pictures of a minor in a public place? Although it is legal that a person can take pictures
or videos in a public place, there are sometimes extenuating circumstances that require adults to pay more attention. Is the
person taking photos acting suspiciously — focusing on only minor children, for example, or zooming in on specific body areas

of their subjects? Are they hovering around groups of children with no seeming reason for being there? If you have concerns,
speak up. Ask why the photos are being taken, or if the person is willing to delete the images of your child. From there, you canl
decide if you need to get the authorities involved.
